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MNCH TWG Updates 

The MNCH TWG meeting was held on 28/07/2015 with the main agenda of sharing findings from the EmONC assessment report and findings from the Youth Friendly SRH Services Assessment as well as highlights on TDHS/MIS 2015 progress.
1. EmONC Assessment

The report was for the initial 8 regions as per One Plan and BRN priority.  As reported in June DPGH meeting, the second phase assessment to cover the remaining 17 regions is on-going to have better understanding of RMNCAH service in the country. The final report following inputs of the different stakeholders has already been shared (see the attachment).

2. Youth Friendly SRH Services (YFS/SRH) Assessment 

The report presented covered also 8 regions in same zones.  The purpose was to determine the availability of youth friendly SRH services in the country and develop an action plan to scale up YFS in line with the RMNCAH II.  The last assessment was done in 2010. It was recommended, in future, the MOHSW solicits funds to cover the whole country.  The final report will be shared.  The ministry is also planning to do a dissemination meeting during the week of 17th August.
3. TDHS/MIS 2015 progress

Training of surveyors (data collectors) is ongoing in Moshi starting this week.  They will then go to the field for a period of six months.

Other issues:

· RMNCAH Plan II:  Final draft shared on 3 August for input before the TWG meeting on 11 August. (refer to the attached).
· RMNCAH Trust Fund Proposal - $12 Mios: Funds have been disbursed to respective UN agencies to support the implementation.  The MOHSW identified some NGOs to support implementation especially at the sub-national levels.  The programme is geographic focused (Lake and Western zone regions, Zanzibar) and supports Sharpened One Plan, BRN priorities, and RMNCAH II implementation.
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
