	Dashboard description for Tanzania:

In management information systems, a dashboard is "an easy to read, often single page, real-time user interface, showing a graphical presentation of the current status (snapshot) and historical trends of an organization’s key performance indicators to enable instantaneous and informed decisions to be made at a glance." 

In in the context of Tanzania's Big Results Now a dashboard serves as a form of interactive progress report where information is displayed on a web page linked to key datasets. Using datasets in open data formats allows for continuous updates and easy configuration and adjustments of the dashboards. Each sector's dashboard for Education, Water and Health will be different, but all will be designed around key performance indicators for the Big Results Now outcomes targets such as the % of population with water coverage, examinations pass rates. The dashboard will also include relevant input indicators that support an understanding of displayed results, such as the number of water points repaired, or the school facilities data, and budget allocation. These will allow for functions such as ranking of performance, analysis at regional and district levels, and geographic representation down to the facilities level.   

A prototype dashboard is the first technically functional website that links to the minimum sectoral datasets necessary to visualize the high level performance indicator for each sector. Whilst the prototype dashboard is expected to be interactive and drawing on real data, it is not expected to be operationally used for decision making and will lack some branding elements and functionality for historical data and intermediate indicator data which are expected to follow in subsequent versions. Instead it serves as the foundation to set the high level performance goals and underlying links to key datasets from which an iterative design process can build and configure more complete dashboards useful for tracking progress on monthly basis.
