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1. Over view of Fisheries Sector in Tanzania

1.1 Introduction

Tanzania is well endowed with water resources, sharing three of the largest inland lakes in Africa, namely Lake Victoria, Lake Tanganyika and Lake Nyasa, a diverse river system, numerous wetlands and the Indian Ocean. The country is reasonably rich in marine and inland fishery resources and therefore has a significant fisheries sector. 

The Tanzania fishery is categorized into artisanal and commercial fisheries. The artisanal fishery comprises fishing in all the freshwater bodies fishing for finfish, crustaceans and cephalopods in the Territorial Waters in the Indian Ocean. The commercial fishery is mainly of prawn, octopus, and lobsters fishing in the Territorial Sea while the EEZ is exclusively exploited by Distant Water Fishing Nations vessels. The common fish species in the EEZ include Tuna and Tuna like species such as, Marlins, Sword fish; sharks are also caught mainly as by catch. Fishing gears used include gill nets, hook and line, trawling for prawns, purse seining for sardines; and long lining and purse seining in the EEZ.

1. 2    Economic and Social Importance of the sector

The fisheries sector plays a significant role in social and economic development by contributing to the economic and social wellbeing of the country particularly in supply of animal protein, income generation, employment and recreation, tourism and food security all of which are crucial for the attainment of the Millennium Development Goals. 

Currently, the sector supports a total of 202,654 people directly as fishers/farmers deriving their livelihood from various fishery resources in the country. Out of this number, 19,223 are fish farmers while 183,223 are fishers (2013). It also supports more than 4 million people who are engaged in related fisheries activities such as, processing, trading, fish transporting, net making and boat building. Fish production and value in the country have been increasing over the recent past years with the highest quantity of 375,534.6 metric tons of fish landed in 2005 (Figure 1) and the Fishing effort have been increasing tremendously (Figure 2). The contribution of the sector has been estimated at 1.4 % to the national Gross Domestic Product (GDP) while the fishery industry accounts for 10% by value of national exports. (Annual Fisheries Statistics Report 2014)

1.3 Policy and Legal Framework

The sector is guided by The National Fisheries Sector Policy and Strategy Statements (1997) which is at the final stages of the review process aims at transformation of the Fisheries Sector into sustainable commercial fishing, aquaculture, and processing for both domestic and foreign markets, and compliance to domestic and foreign market requirements while conserving the environment. The police is backed up by the Fisheries Act No. 22 of 2003 makes provision for sustainable development, protection, conservation, aquaculture development, regulation and control of fish and fishery products, aquatic flora and its products and for related matters.  The Act regulates fishing and fishing industry, and aquaculture development in Tanzania mainland. On top of that the act is supported by the Fisheries Regulations of 2009.  
The sector has a Marine Parks and Reserves Act, 1994 (Act No. 29 of 1994) that promotes sustainable management of critical marine resources and habitats through community participation. It also aims at promoting protection and conservation of fisheries resources and aquatic environment for the sustainability of the resources. Another instrument is the Tanzania Fisheries Research Institute (TAFIRI) was established by the Act of Parliament No. 6 of 1980 to promote, conduct, and co-ordinate fisheries research in Tanzania. This act provides for the establishment of the Tanzania Fisheries Research Institute (TAFIRI) which is responsible for conducting fisheries research activities in the country so as to provide advice to the government and the private sector accordingly.

Territorial Sea and Exclusive Economic Zone Act (1989) Provides for the implementation of the Law of the Sea Convention, and establishes the Territorial Sea and Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ) of Tanzania. 

The Deep Sea Fishing Authority Act (1998) provides for the establishment of the Deep Sea Fishing Authority (DSFA), which is responsible for regulating licensing, fishing, monitoring and surveillance in the Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ). Deep Sea Fishing Authority Regulation  (2009) provides way to the implementation of the Deep Sea Fishing Authority Act (1998). Exploitation of marine resources in the Tanzanian Exclusive Economic Zone for quite a long time has been undertaken by foreign fleets uncontrolled or with very minimum supervision from the government of Tanzania. Many fleets have been fishing illegally in Tanzanian EEZ without any benefit coming to Tanzania, therefore these regulations were introduced to guide EEZ fishing activities

1.4 Fisheries Development Division

The Fisheries Development Division is responsible for the sustainable management, administration, and conservation of the fisheries resources in Tanzania in collaboration with Local Governments, Fish Communities and other stakeholders. The Fisheries Development Division current structure comprise of three (3) departments; The Department of Fisheries Resource Development responsible for development of fisheries resources; Department of Quality and Standards responsible for ensuring the quality and standards of fish and fishery products; and Fisheries Resource Protection responsible for fisheries law enforcement.

1.5 Monitoring, Control and Surveillance

This fall under the Fisheries Resource Protection Section which is responsible for fisheries law enforcement. The Division work very  closely with stakeholders including communities in monitoring and conservation of fisheries activities. The core functions of MCS as stipulated in the law include issuing fishing licenses, prevention of illegal fishing and the enforcement of fishing gears and other restrictions particularly in inland waters. Monitoring Control and Surveillance Centers established in most of the Tanzania boarder areas and hot spot sites.Currently There are 23 established MCS centers all over the country.

1.6 Beach management Units

BMUs formulation institute approaching fisheries management as a bottom-up process versus the traditional centralized top-down system which have a high degree of acceptability and compliance with regulation measures, due to the participation of user-groups in the decision-making and implementation process. The established community based collaborative fisheries management units collaborate with fisheries authorities (National and District Authorities) and Village Governments in the conservation and management and wise use of marine coastal natural resources. 

Beach Management Units (BMUs) pursue these roles on behalf of the government.

· Development of a fisheries management plan;

· Collaborating in fisheries Catch Assessment Surveys, and fisheries frame surveys;

· Development, in collaboration with village councils, by-laws;

· Participation in selection processes for the issuance of fishing vessels license and fishing within the Beach Management Unit jurisdictional areas to ensure equitable access to resources;

· In collaboration with village councils, develop by-laws and engage in monitoring, control and surveillance in such a way as to reduce the incidence of illegal fishing and fish trading practices and environmental degradation within the Beach Management Unit areas;

· Keeping an updated register and submitting quarterly reports on fisheries management and development activities to an Officer in charge of fisheries in the Local Government Authority.

· Ensuring sanitary and hygienic conditions at the fish landing stations within the Beach Management Unit area, 

· Arbitration (conflict resolution) to settle fisheries disputes amongst Beach Management Unit members, between Beach Management Units and between the Beach Management Unit and other institutions

Currently there are 723 BMUs in the country (Table 1), with respect to water bodies. These BMUs have different stages of implementation basing on the various programs and projects that are operating in particular water bodies. The status is defined by Fisheries Management Plans (FMPs), By-laws, Financing plans and Registration.

1.7 Constrains of Fisheries Sector 

· Insufficient capacity on fish conservation and utilization

· Insufficient knowledge of resource base

· Inadequate human, financial resources and

· Inadequate technology in various fields of fisheries

· Control of fish post-harvest losses

· Increased illegal fishing and trade in the industry

· Increased investment in coastal areas affecting coastal environment, creating pressure in coastal habitat and threatening coastal ecosystems

· Fisheries enforcement is done both at national and local levels where the local authorities are involved. Generally the costs associated with implementation of this mechanism are too high to be met by the government alone

2.0 IMPLEMENTATION STATUS OF THE ISSUES THAT WERE RAISED DURING 2012/2013
2.1 BMUs Registration

Five (5) BMUs were registered from Kigoma- Uvinza (4), and Singida- Iramba (1) to make a total of 68 BMUs registered, the certificates of registration was awarded after meeting the registration criteria  as stipulated in Fisheries Act of 2003 and its Regulations of 2009 .See attachment on Appendix (1)

2.2 Law enforcement and Curbing the IUU Fishing 

8,421 man-days patrols were conducted in Lake Victoria, Lake Tanganyika, Lake Nyasa and Indian Ocean making 35.1% of the 24,000 estimated patrols for the year 2013/2014. These patrol led to apprehend illegal fishing gears such as; beach seine nets (2,053), undersize dagaa nets (738), Monofilament nets (29,862), dynamites (98), dynamite fish (434kg); immature fish (45,593kg), transportation Vessels (336), 851 suspects were arrested and 61 cases instituted 
4 fishermen were sentenced at six years in Jail and one five years for dynamite fishing in Kilwa,  One fishermen was sentenced to six months in Jail for fishing by using small mesh sized nets. 

To enhace Monitoring, Control and Survilance four patrol boats for Mbamba Bay, Ikola, Kasanga and Kigoma Fisheries Protection Centers were purchased;
Two stakeholders seminars to discuss the fisheries sector legislation and to share experiences on cases of illegal marine resource exploitation in Tanzania was conducted in collaboration with Sea-sence. The seminars were conducted in Mafia, Kilwa, Rufiji  and Pangani Districts.   A total of  160 participants from diffrent departments were involved and these include; the District Executive Directors, Distict Commisioners, District Adminstrative Secreatary, Policy, Navy, Lawyers, magistrate, Fisheries officcers,  Environment officers, Natural Resources Officers, Prison, and other head of departments in the district.
2.3 Capacity building to BMUs and Village Government leaders

In collaboration with WWF and Mafia Distict Council Two Management Plans for Collaborative Fisheries Management Area (CFMA) of unions of villages of Jojo, Jimbo, Banja and Kirongwe (JOJIBAKI) and Dongo, Kilindoni, Chungurama and Ndagoni (DOKICHUNDA) in Mafia District were reviewed. The special fisheries management plans of tuna, dagaa and octopus were incorporated.
Moreover, 10 BMUs from Mafia were trained on fisheries governance as a result 8 BMUs Fisheries Management Plans and by-laws were reviewed while 2 BMUs of Kanga and Bweni were able to develop new Fisheries Management plans. Also 80 BMUs leaders and Village government leaders were trained in Fisheries governance in Mtwara District and a total of 8 Fisheries management plans and bylaws were developed. 

In collaboration with SEASENSE, 150 BMUs members and village leaders were trained on Economic, Ecology and Governance from Mafia, Kilwa, Rufiji, Pangani and Temeke.   20 BMUs members and 10 fishers from Temeke and Mafia Councils were trained on sea turtles conservation and total of 22 turtles were marked; 
A total of 110 District Councilors and Ward Executive Officers  were trained on the status of marine endangered species, good leadership and management of fisheries resources in the districts of Mafia, Kilwa, Pangani,  and Rufiji. 

In collaboration with WWF and SeaSense, Guidelines for fish camps were established whereas consultative stakeholders’ workshop was convened to gather concerns from all stakeholders. The document is at final stages to be formalized.

2.4 Strengthen Eco-system Approach to Fisheries resources management

A total of 631 Fishers and fisheries stakeholders from Mkuranga (93), Temeke (130), Bagamoyo (288) and Kinondoni (130) were sensitized on Ecosystem Approach to Fisheries and signed Pelagic Management Plan; 17 District Fisheries Officers from Costal LGAs were attended workshop on how best the prepared Artisanal Pelagic Fishery Management Plan can be implemented to achieve long term sustainable pelagic fisheries resources management and maximum benefit for the users.

2.5 Monitoring and Follow-ups

(a) An evaluation of the BMUs performance conducted along the coast of Indian Ocean through the Consultant from University of Dar es Salaam. The findings indicated that BMUs under RUMAKI Project are performing well than BMUs outside the project area; and it was proposed that all BMUs outside RUMAKI be upgraded to enhance their performance. This will be implemented by SWIO-Fish project that is on preparation. This work was done in collaboration 
(b) Consultancy on reinforce to the relevance and the capacity of community-based fisheries management institutions, and their partner agencies in government, to achieve their anticipated role in the sustainable management of coastal fisheries resources was conducted in collaboration with . SMART- Fish and LGAs.
2.6 BMU Sustainable financing 

a) For the BMUs to be functional and operational will need facilitation on the development of Sustainable financing plans, By-laws, networking and Livelihood improvement and mostly important financial stability

b) BMUs are eligible from accessing support from the government and other institutions, the support based from capacity building, funds and operational equipment's.

c) BMUs were encouraged to apply for revenue collection on behalf of the villages so that they can generate some funds for their operational functions such as patrols etc.
d) Currently we have 11 BMUs in Rufiji District which have been commissioned to collect revenue on behalf of the villages. Through this mechanism they will be able to generate income for conservation purposes.
3.0 Recurrent Budget Allocation to Fisheries Development Division

The percentage of budget allocation and released in financial year 2012/2013 and 2013/2014  was 30% and 56% respectively in which there have an increased in 26 % in 2013/2014 financial year. The budget allocated and released were not sufficient to implement most of planned activities.

4.0 Revenue Collection in Fisheries Sector
In Fisheries sector revenue collection are mainly from Fishing and Export Licences, Exclusive Economic Zone Licences, Export and Import royalty, Compound fees, FETA and sale of fingerlings. 

Table (1) below indicate sources of revenue collection, actual and approved estimate  in the sector for four consecutive financial years. Generally there have significant fluctuation of revenue collected for each financial year which could be attributed to increase in   illegal fishing and trade. In another hand there is a decrease in fisheries resources which is contributed by increasing in fishing effort, inadequate human and financial resources to adequately enforce the laws.

6. Curbing Dynamite Fishing in Tanzania (BURNING ISSUE)
Dynamite have been used for fishing in the marine waters, it has been realized that dynamite fishing is being conducted by greedy people who do not care about the integrity of the ecosystem, biodiversity and the socio – economic benefits to the people and the national economy as well as the Government effort to fight poverty in the country. The Ministry is continuing to conduct regular patrols in collaboration with other stakeholders like District Councils, Navy, Marine Police and BMUs from. In order to eliminate the use of dynamite to kill fish the Ministry of Livestock and Fisheries Development has taken initiatives as indicated below:- 
6.1 Initiatives towards Curbing Dynamite Fishing
· The Ministry is preparing the SWIOFish project, which includes a component on combating dynamite fishing with over US$ 1 million allocated.
· Awareness to the community by media was conducted through coverage aired by British Broadcasting cooperation (BBC) on ecological, economic, environmental and social impacts of dynamite fishing in Tanzania.
· A national taskforce was established by the government to address dynamite fishing. 

· Tanzania has participated in training and patrols through SMART Fish and IOC- programs and conduct various stakeholder meetings to raise awareness on the tuna strategy;

· The National Fisheries Policy and legislations is under review 
· Various national patrols conducted in Tanga, Lindi, Mafia and Mtwara under the IOC-Smart-fish Project. In Tanzania  the oustanding output is that 4 curplits were jailed for six years and some cases are still at the court.

· Support formation and formalization of BMU networks & strategies to combat dynamite fishing. BMUs in Temeke, Rufiji-Kilwa boundary and Mtwara were facilitated to form anti-dynamite fishing networks.  This was done under the WWF-EU Fisheries Co-management Project. These networks involved representatives from Fisheries Division, Police, Navy and district magistrates to ensure approach is co-ordinated with, and supported by, actions from these authorities. 
· Continuoing Support of implementation of Fisheries Management plans of BMUs regarding anti-dynamite strategies. 
· Monitoring and disseminate outcomes of dynamite fishing court cases is done throug various rep0oting platforms
6.2 The Future Plans to curb dynamite Fishing 
1. SWIOFish Project  is expected to start in March/April 2015 and has a component directly addressing dynamite fishing issues

2. Stakeholder meetings is to be undertaken in the Coastal Regions for input to the fisheries Act;

3. To continue implementing the Fisheries Act and Regulations; 

4. To continue gathering intelligency informations on  law breakers;

5. To carry out routine land and sea operations regularly by collaborating with society     (BMUs) since long term presence on the water acts as a deterrent to dynamite fishing and other illegal fishing practices.

6. To control fish markets All fish markets in Dar es Salaam including Ferry Fish Market where most of the dynamited fish are sold should be inspected and controlled regularly.  

7. Establishing Coast Guard (Para millitary)

8. Continuous Awareness raising on the negative impact of illegal fishing practices including the use of dynamite in fishing should be provided and introduced in all kindergarten and primary schools along the coast through formal and informal education
